Finance Manager Parks presented this item noting that the report was 
included in the Board packet with staff notes. Parks also noted that the 
financial reports show the District is currently under budget for first quarter 
expenditures. 

General discussion occurred noting the District is in good financial health . 

General Manager Voetberg introduced this item noting that the Accounting 
Administrative Assistant position is a reclassification of the current 
Administrative Assistant/Receptionist position and that the District is not 
creating a new position . Mr. Voetberg noted, that with an emphasis on 
cross-training Finance Department support staff and additional foreclosure 
related duties asked of the Administrative Assistant/Receptionist, the 
reclassification was justified. The reclassified position would be placed on 
the District's wage matrix as a grade 10 and the current employee would 
move from a grade 9 step 6, to grade 10 step 5 

Finance Manager Parks noted that this will have a positive impact in the 
Finance Department by allowing more flexibility in assigning duties and 
tasks. 

Motion by Commissioner Johnson, second by Commissioner McGrath, to 
approve resolution 391-16, approving the job description and duties of a job 
position titled Accounting Administrative Assistant, a reclassification of the 
Administrative Assistant/Receptionist position, and placement of this 
position on the District's wage matrix. The motion passed unanimously.

Management General Manager's Report 
General Manager, Jim Voetberg reported that with a majority of the AMR 
meters installed, staff is capable to read and bill the entire District on the 
same two-month cycle. He noted that currently, Eastside customers are 
billed on the even months and Westside customers are billed on the odd 
months. Beginning in September, staff intends to move Eastside customers 
to the Westside billing cycle. Notice of this change to Eastside customers 
would be placed in their June and August bills. Mr. Voetberg noted this 
change will increase the efficiency of both the Operations Department who 
read the meters and Finance Department who processes the bills. General 
discussion occurred with questions about waiving late fees to Eastside 
customers who may be late on their September bill due to this change. Mr.

Mr. Voetberg reported that the District is preparing to sell property at the Lift 
Station 10 site. Gray & Osborne is finalizing the foot print for the new lift 
station, while Rick Matthews is working on a wetland update for the 
property. The District will work with John Milne in the process of selling the 
property after the boundary line adjustment is completed. 

Mr. Voetberg reported the District has hired four temporary summer hires to 
start on June 22nct and continues to advertise for two additional positions. 

Mr. Voetberg reported that the District participated in the City of Mukilteo 
Touch-A-Truck event on Saturday May 141h where two of our employees, 
Jared Alexander and Briley Olson displayed the Vactor Truck and Camera 
Van .

Mr. Delfel handed out the preliminary bid results for the Reservoir 4 
recoating project. He noted the Award will be scheduled for the next Board 
meeting on June 151 . Mr. Delfel pointed out that $44,000.00 of the bid 
amount was for the Snohomish County Airport mural. 

General Manager Voetberg reported that he will contact Bill Dolan with the 
Snohomish County Airport to see if they would like to move forward with the 
mural option. 

Mr. Delfel informed the Board that he will not be in attendance at the next 
Board meeting. However, Lance Stevens with G & 0 will be there to answer 
any questions the Board may have.
